In dragging the chain from the ve- ~ 
hicle it caught on a :22 caliber pis- ' 
tol. The weapon fell to the running 
board of the pickup, discharged and 
the bullet struck Arland in the chest,

was pronounced dead at 1:20 p.m. 
Thursday.

Dean Woods, 12 year old son

They couldn't find their brother. 

One of the boys ran to the 
house and Mrs. Woods called the 
Sage Creek Hutterite colony for 
assistance. lVIr. "Woods was not 
home at the time of the accident. 
Five men hurried to tte scene 

I 
from the colony, and within 20 
minutes after they arrived they 

had recovered the boy from about 
four feet of snow. Mouth to 
mouth respiration failed to re­
vive him. There was a chinook 
wind blowing at the time, and 
this was a contributing factor in 
the boy's death. Dr. Kenneth Hal­
verson said the cause of death 
\vas asphyxia, and he added tl:at 
if the snow had been cold and 
dry the boy would probably have 
survived.

The party arrived at the scene 
about 2:00 p.m. The boy was 
pronounced dead by the coroner.
