Margaret Anna "Peg" Coomes was born on May 17, 1905 at St.Louis,
MO. Her. parents were Lilly Clements and James F. Coomes, and she
was one of two children. - Her father died when she was an infant.
Her mother later married a gentleman named Wolff and théy came to
his homestead south of Gildford in 1915. Peg attended the Kansas

Valley Country School near the farm and transferred to St. Vincent's

Academy in Helena. She graduated from Havre High School in 1925.

They lived at Fort Assiniboine for over é vear, then moved to the-
farm south of Gildford} where they lived and worked for_the‘next
ten vears. In 1936 they bought a férm northwest of Chester. They
farmed and ranched there until their retirement in 1977, and have
continued to live in their home on the farm since then. Peg's
health began to fail about 8 months ago. Following a week's
‘'stay in the Liberty County Hospital, shé_died on Saturday evening
August 1st. She was 82 yvears old. ,

Peg had been very active at St. Mary's Church; she had held
offices in the Altar Society and taught C.C.D. for 30+ yvears.
She was a charter member of thé;LibertY County CowBelles and the
Utopia Homemakers Club.

She loved cooking and
entertaining, and meals at her house were always plentiful and
delicious! In those earlier days she enjoyed riding horses and
herding cattle.

Although not an excellent pianist, she enjoved it and tdok piaho
lessons as an adult. Peg lpved the work around the farm and
"always looked forward to getting out into the vegetable and flower
gardens in the spring. Every fall she and Ed would take a trip
somewhere, and she always enjoved those little side-trips along
the way so she could learn about-a special person, place, or thing.
Peg, was her grandkids’' biggest fan, and éhe was always there with
two or more caméras taking photographs of special 4-H, church, and
sporting events. She liked to,play.cards, especially pinochle and
"Spite" and ther favorite board games were Scrabble and Chinese
Checkers.b She enjoved writing, be it short storieé, poems, or
family histories. She was very interested in genealogy and.had

A BRIEF LOOK AT THE ANCESTOR'S OF NEIL SHEPHERD

Neil SHEPHERD was born in Chester, Montana, c¢cn June 11,
1923, the 4th child of Glen and Lottie (MITCHELL) SHEPHERD.

He was married on October 26, 1946, to Alice NELSON, the
. daughter of Nels 0. & Esther {MONTELIUS) NELSON, of
Missoula, Montana. Neil and Alice have two children--a
son, Roger, living in Shelby,,Montana, and a.daughter, Dawn
Leighton, living in Helena, Montana. V

Neil's father, Glen Stanley, was born in Van Buren Countvy,
Iowa, on March 26, 1892, and was the second child of George
and Addie (BELL) SHEPHERD. In 1902, his family moved to
Cooperstown, North Dakota; In October of 1912, Glen shipped
an immigrant car, along with his uncle John SHEPHERD, to
AChester, Montana. Gleh's future brother-in-law, Simon
WARRINGTON, also accompanied them on this trip. All three
homesteaded south of Chester. Glen married Lottie MITCHELL,

a daughter of a pioneef family, on July 3, 1913.  They had
five children--Ralph, Carrie (BRACKEN), Harold, Neil and Leo.
Glen and Lottie farmed until 1943. After Lottie's death in ’
1945, Glen moved to Kalispell, Montana, and married Ava SCHAD.
She had two daughters, Mary Anna Zauner and DiXie TYE.

. Glen's father was George'Nathan SHEPHERD and his mother>v
was Addie Barbara BELL. George was born near Bentonsport,
Iowa, and Addie was é neighbor girl, the daughter of John
Reid William and Sarah Ann (BRIDDELL) BELL. When George was
fifty years 0ld, he joined the homesteaders in Montana, énd
vmoved to an-area south of Chester, in 1916. Addie had the
distinction of being the firé{ postmistress in the little
town of Tiber, Montana--and hei pay was the equivalent of what
she sold in stamps daily. Both GéOrge and Addie were faithful
Methodists, actively promoting the church's and the Ladies
Aid acctivities. Gedrge died in 1946, and Addie was just shy

of 90 years when she died in 1960.
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George's father was Henry Clay SHEPHERD, and he was born
on a boat frozen in the Miséissippi River near St. Louis,
Missouri, during the journey his family made from Ohio to Towa,
winter of 1838-39. 1In 1863, he married Hannah STULL, one of
eight children of John and Jennie (ROBINSON) STULL. Henry and
Hannah were staunch Methodists, and their home was noted
for its Christian hospitality throughout their fifty-nine
years of married life néar Bentonsport, Iowa, George was
their second child.

Henrvy's father, Dr. Nathén SHEPHERD, was borh in Jefferson
County, Ohio, in 1806; and was the eldest of eleven children.
He united with the Episcopal Church when only twelve years of
age, and began his study of medicine at age eighteen. In 1830
he married Zerina STEWART bf Kentucky, and in 1832, he
received his license as a local preacher. Not only was he
é preacher and a doctor, but an educator, orator, Justice of
the Peace, a Mason --a pillar of his Towa community. Zerina,
a devout Methodist, was one of twelve children to William
and Malinda (PRICE) STEWART. William.STEWART at'age 17 became
a volunteer Scout and Indian spy for the protection of thé
settlers of Virginia and Kentucky. William and-Malindé'were
married in Kentucky in 1796. He died in Iowa in 1853.
Malinda was a twin--one of eleven children of Christopher
and-Méry (HATFIELD) PRICE, and the sixth generation of Pfices
who were born in Maryland.v Her ancestor, THOMAS PRICE, was
born in Wales; but came on the 'Ark and the Dove' with the
expedition from England to colonize the Maryland area in 1634.

Nathan's father, William SHEPHERD, was born in Maryiand;
in 1785, and married Catherine RIPPITH in Washington County,

- Pa., about 1805, and settled just over the line in Jefferson
County, Ohioc. - He helped lay out the town of Leesville, and
built the first house there, but the store_he started in
Leesvilie was unsuccessful. He lived a few years in Wheeling,

moved to Cincinnati for a few more years; and finally reached

R
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-Van Buren.County, Iowa,;in 1838, where he becéme a

farmer. Even though at least six of his children had

- married in Ohio, all followed him to Iowa. He and Catherine
had eleven children, and by his'second wifé, Elizabeth
PLOWMAN, three more were added. Catherine's parents were
Will and Sarah (ROSS) RIPPETH, both natives of Maryland.

William was the son of Dr. Nathan SHEPHERD, who was
born in Maryland, but became a rather extensive land
speculator in Ohio, as well as being a farmer, a medical
doctor, and the .father of eight children. He laid out the
town of Shepherdstown, in Belmont County, but died at his
son's home in Marshall County, Va., at the age of eighty-
four. His wife, Mary HAINES, died in 1855 at the age of
ninety-one.

The generations before Dr. Nathan stayed in Maryland--
Francis, the immigrant arriving in about 1675 as an.
indentured servant,
